Behind the Scenes

Planning for many of KSC’s successful
programs begins months, sometimes
years, in advance. The Youth Sailing
Camp is a good example. Dan Eskew,
Jack Wise, and their confederates began
planning the first sailing camp a couple
of years ago, and had what was then
considered a very successful camp (with
fifteen young sailors) last summer. This
year, with a lot of the kinks worked out,
enrollment swelled to twenty-two. At
this rate of increase, we should plan for
about 500 youth sailors by the time the
tenth anniversary rolls around.

A point I want to make here is that most
of the hard work that went into making

the sailing camp such a success was
invisible to other KSC members, who
were (and are) themselves working hard
to build other Club programs, maintain
and improve the physical facilities, or
plan for KSC’s future. This has been an
incredibly active year for KSC’s com-
mittees, and many things that are “on
their plates” now will shape KSC for
years to come. For the good of the Club,
we need a steady stream of good ideas
from members to help guarantee that the
KSC of tomorrow is even better than the
KSC of today. While what follows is by
no means a complete list of committees
or tasks, here are a few of the things that
are in the works.

The Planning Committee is developing
a priority list of needs that begins with

programs that are appropriate for tomorrow’s KSC.
Based on the list they develop, they will consider the
manpower, expertise, and fiscal resources required to
develop and implement those programs. And by the
way, this is by no means a simple exercise. As one
example, programs must take into account the demo-
graphics of upstate South Carolina and neighboring
counties in North Carolina and Georgia.

Related to the Planning Committee’s program-driven
long-range planning, the Finance Committee is
looking into forming a separate 501(c)3 corporation,
which would allow the club to develop sailboat and
power boat education and safety training programs,
partly underwritten by tax-deductable contributions.
(Explanation: KSC is incorporated as a 501(c)7 cor-
poration, which means that we are not-for-profit, but
people cannot make tax-deductable donations to a
501(c)7 corporation. They can to 501(c)3 corpora-
tion.) The Safety and Training Committee is also
considering specific education programs for both
adult members and youth that would be appropriate
for the Club to offer.

Continuing with the education thread: Interest in edu-
cation programs appears to be high, especially among
new members. Even in these difficult economic times,
KSC is receiving more new member applications than
can be accommodated under the membership cap.
The BOS has just approved a recommendation from
the Membership Subcommittee to draft a Bylaw
to be voted on by the membership, creating a new
class of membership for long-time members who no
longer actively sail. This Bylaw change would allow
senior members to participate in non-sailing activities
at the Club and retain their association with long-time
friends, while not restricting admission of active sail-
ors and their families. It looks like a win-win Bylaw
change.

The Waterline has long been the centerpiece of
communications within the Club, but we are now
engulfed (some would say ensnarled) in a new age of
MySpace, FaceBook, Twitter, and who knows what
else. Beginning in October, The Waterline will be all
electronic, posted on KSC’s excellent, information-
packed website (www.keoweesailingclub.com),
where it can be read or downloaded. You will receive
email notification when each issue is posted. The
website is, and will increasingly be, the place to go

for late-breaking news of education programs, event
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information, race results, sailing information, and
much more. The Communications Committee is also
working on a system for maintaining an always-up-
to-date list of member email addresses and telephone
numbers to facilitate rapid and easy communication.
(Not to worry: Safeguards will be in place to prevent
inappropriate use of contact information.)

Among other changes in the way things happen at KSC,
the scope of activities of the Events Committee is
much broader than that of the Entertainment Commit-
tee, which it replaced. Events are increasingly planned
in conjunction with other activities, such as racing
events, sailing events, safety training, recreational
activities, or education programs. The net result is a
richer experience when folks make the trip to the Club
for the day or for the weekend. Committees are really
working together to develop creative combinations.
The next thing you know, we may be having gourmet
on-boat dining while rounding the windward mark.

I’ve run through my allotted space for this column.
Much change is underway or in the planning stages for
facilities, docks, grounds, fire safety, and such. We’ll
take those up next month, in the very last received-in-
the-mail, hard-copy issue of The Waterline.

What a great facility we have. Thanks be to the fore-
sighted members who acquired the property and made
our Club happen when it did. There is no way we could
accomplish such a feat these days. Your Flag Officers,
Stewards, and Committees have been trying to envision
our Club’s future. We expect that as the area continues
to develop, there will be more pressure to grow and
improve KSC. I see us hosting regattas with at least
100 boats competing (twice our present standard).
Obviously, our present facilities couldn’t handle that
kind of load with parking, launching, meeting/party
space, campsites, etc. Our present membership cap
(225 families) pretty much matches the capacity of our
current facility. We regularly see close to 200 people
show for major events, and that is literally Standing
Room Only. There are many things to consider and we
have great resources in both facilities and people to
continue making our beloved Club better and better.

Commodore Dwaine, Jim Carr, and I walked the
804-foot elevation line with the Duke Energy repre-
sentatives, Benjamin Cannon and Brett Garrison, as



part of their annual audit of marina facilities. (Ed: Duke
Energy controls everything below the 804-foot elevation line.) We
seem to be developing a good, cooperative relation-
ship. Our facilities appear to be mostly in compliance,
with some obvious continuing maintenance issues.
One correction required is to pull back the piped water
on the work dock to the landside. As part of the effort
to maintain our lake in its pristine condition, washing
boats and getting harsh cleaners in the water is discour-
aged. If and when you clean your vessel (and I wish
some in particular would do so), please use biodegrad-
able cleaners that will not degrade the lake. Pressure
washing with minimal use of cleaners is probably a
better way to go.

We had 22 young people attend-
ing and learning to rig and sail small boats. We were
again blessed with great weather as well as a crowd
of motivated youngsters!

Sailboats are like airplanes, right? Airfoils, stabilizers,
rudders, trimming, easing, lifting, stalling — b’ gosh — it
does sound like the same tools control two different
vessels. So if you know one, how difficult can it be
to get to know the other? Not so easy, as John Rior-
dan found out. While working for PanAm as Global
Maintenance Director, he knew all about airplanes and
what made them go. So when, in the early nineties,
an opportunity arose to buy a sailboat and take up a
new hobby, he jumped into an O’Day 26 and named it
“Wind Song.” That’s when the fun sailing began.

After initially meeting in 1989 at a dance, John and
Pat got together for their first date. Pat decided that a
tennis court would be a good ice-breaker and neutral
ground. She was probably thinking something like, “If
he gets fresh, I’ll beat him to death with my racket.”
John wanted to see Pat again and, even though he had
never touched a racket, asked himself, “How hard can
this be?” and agreed to meet her on the courts.

What did develop was a
friendship, then love, and finally a partnership that is
still going strong after 17 years.

Whereas John had no prior sailing experience, Pat
began sailing Minifish and Sunfish when she was a
teenager and has loved the sport ever since.

Safety and Training Report—Neil Lovering

The first session in a long-term program for KSC
members to improve skills in on-water race and
safety management will be held at the Club on
Saturday, July 25. Our newly-certified US Sailing
Power Boat Instructor, Jack Wise, will lead the pro-
gram. Six people will be chosen to attend this initial
Powerboat Training class, a 6- to 8-hour session with
much on-water instruction. The initial group will help
assess what skills we need to recognize and develop at
KSC. Jack plans to touch on docking, close maneuver-
ing, setting marks and a square line, rescuing a person
in the water, recovery from capsizing, positioning for
assistance, towing, and other related topics. We plan to
recruit this first group from those currently most active
in on-water race management and will be contacting
some appropriate participants shortly.

Arecent charge to our Committee is to begin to develop
recommendations to improve the fire hazard profile
of our Club. Other lakefront communities have taken
steps in the last few years to help prevent massive fire
destruction, and it would seem to be a worthwhile
undertaking for KSC as well. We need to control
ignition sources (such as lighted cigarettes, campfires,
and grills), and combustible materials (such as fuels,
pine straw, brush, and lumber) to improve fire safety
at KSC. Let’s hear your comments as we explore our
options on this topic.

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Finance Committee Report — Jim Dunlap

The Finance Committee met on Saturday, July 11, at
9 am. We have agreed on a standard meeting in the
KSC conference room at this time each Saturday before
a Board of Stewards meeting.

Treasurer Tracy Carr reports that the Club is in sound
financial condition, and is facing no unpleasant sur-
prises. Income and expenditures are as expected for our
level of activity. We were able to absorb the septic sys-
tem rebuilding costs without undue financial strain.

Tracy also reports that she, with the help of Ruth
Henahan, has been working with a software extension
that makes our QuickBooks data easily exchangeable
with external databases and spreadsheets. So far, she
has found some irregularities (maybe even bugs), but
thinks it will be useful in the long run.

The Board asked us to write a reimbursement policy
for the annual SAYRA convention. We spelled it out in
a paragraph to be included in the operating policy, and
this was approved by the Board at the July 18 meeting.
The Club will sponsor two members, Club members
who are SAYRA officers, and an additional member if
needed. The club will reimburse expenses of convention
registration, SAYRA sponsored events, seminars, and
lodging at the conference hotel during the convention.
Items not covered include SAYRA membership dues,
food other than the banquet, and travel expenses.

The Membership Subcommittee asked us to comment
on the financial impact of the two proposed new mem-
bership categories, Senior and Honorary. While the
two categories have some similar features, including
reduced dues and privileges, they serve different pur-
poses, are filled differently, and could have different
impacts on the Club’s finances. Senior status would be
granted upon request, meaning the Club would have
little control over the number and timing. Honorary
status, nominated by the BOS, would be strictly limited
to small numbers, probably no more than one per year,
after an initial catch-up of as many as three. Because
both categories are limited-privilege memberships, they
would not count against the membership limit, mean-
ing that conversion to either of these categories opens
a slot for a new dues-paying member. Financially, as
long as we have a waiting list, we see this as a positive
change, because it will allow new active members to

join, while allowing a continuing affiliation with our
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seasoned seniors. We also believe these new categories
will encourage senior members, who might otherwise
resign a full membership, to remain in the Club. We
endorse the new categories as long eligibility restric-
tions protect our full-membership roster and as long
as conversions can be reduced during lean times. The
BOS took positive action on both items on July 18.

Within the committee, we have differing opinions on
the issue of initiation fee waiver for children of mem-
bers. However, we all do agree that the number of
current and anticipated cases is small, and poses little
financial impact.

Dockmaster’s Report — wally Zinck

In Memorium — by Wayne Richard

Howard Hardy, KSC member from 1978-1997,
passed away on March 3, 2009. Howard graduated in
1938 from the Webb Institute, Glen Cove, NY, with
a degree in Naval Architecture and Marine Engineer-
ing. He was awarded a Senior Class prize for his thesis
regarding diesel engine vibration. The company Cooper
Bessinger hired Howard, based on this thesis. He trav-
eled widely, solving vibration problems in the engines
Cooper Bessinger had sold. Howard consulted along
these lines until he sold his business in 1997.

Howard was an active KSC member when Laurel and
I joined in 1986, and he invited us, shortly thereafter,
to crew with him on a Sunday HRB series race. That
was our first racing experience. Howard was then sail-
ing the Mirage 5.5 meter keelboat LionHeart and, with
a new VC-17 bottom, was very competitive. Howard
previously raced an 18-foot Interlake class dinghy in
which he won at least one KSC Club Championship,
with his regular crew member Pat Reardon.* Accord-
ing to a mutual friend, Howard had been active until
shortly before his death. Howard is survived by Jeanne
Hilmar-Hardy, a college days sweetheart whom he
married in 1998, after having lost his first wife, Nancy,
earlier that year. Howard was 92.
