From the Bridge i Dwaine Eubanks
Reflections and Projections

In a few weeks, the current Flag Of I cers
and Stewards will be passing the mantle
of leadership to the newly-elected Board.
This is a time for re'ection, assess-
ing the progress and fumbles of the
current of ! cers. The judgement of which
changes are positive is as individual as
the membership, so all I can do is offer
observations on some of the things that
happened during the year, and leave it
to you to decide which changes helped
build a stronger Club and which did not.
This is also a time to consider opportuni-
ties and challenges facing the new Flag
Of!cers and Stewards.

We started the year with a major push
toward broader involvement of members
in governance, revamping the commit-
tee structure and formalizing committee
membership. Club members took that
challenge seriously, and this has been
the most active year for committees in
my experience at KSC. With rare excep-
tions, the BOS only considered issues
after they had been vetted by the appro-
priate committee. The challenge for the
next Board will be to continue to rely
on committees to deal with governance
details, freeing the Board to deal with
larger issues.

And the Club certainly does have large
issues for the Board to address. For the
past couple of years, dock repairs have
been an all-consuming passion for many
of our members. With the walkway now

rebuilt, and major repairs completed
to docks three, Tve, and six, the dock
maintenance issue is being brought
under control. The new Board will still
be wrestling with major Inancial outlays
for dock repair during the next couple of
years, but the end of this extraordinary
effort is now in sight# Hopefully, future
Boards will deal with dock mainte-
nance as an ongoing, not-to-be-deferred
expense.

As the major expenditures for dock
repair begin to wind down, the Board
should be able to refocus on Club
programs and equipment/facilities
needed to support those programs.
During the past year, KSC has made
real gains in its youth sailing program,
in safety training, in new member
integration, in sailing instruction for
members, in electronic communication,
and in the range and diversity of Club
events. The Club also seems to be mov-
ing toward a broader outreach role for
KSC in promoting sailing instruction
and water safety in this little corner of
South Carolina.

These are all good things. The Club
ought to be de®ned in terms of what it
does rather than what property it owns.
If I can make one last plea to the incom-
ing and future Boards of Stewards, it
is this: Let’s always try to think about
programs first, and only then build or
modify Club facilities to support those
programs. Itis always better to build the
box to !t the contents rather than forc-
ing stuff into a pre-built box.



Developing a vision for programming is certainly a
diftcult exercise, but one that de!nitely needs to be
done. To that end, individuals involved in governance
(old and new BOS members and Committee Chairs,
other interested members) will participate in a day-
long strategic planning workshop on December 12,
starting at 9:00 am in the Clubhouse. A professional
consultant, brand new Provisional Member Bill
Arnold, will facilitate the workshop. If that group can
develop a clear vision of what the Club could/should
be like a decade or so hence, it will be a lot easier for
Stewards to formulate intermediate goals and gauge
progress toward achieving that vision.

This yearis election season has now come to a suc-
cessful conclusion. KSC is indeed indebted to all the
members of the Nominating Committee who worked
hard to present a range of candidates for your consid-
eration. Particular thanks go to all who agreed to stand
for election. Win or lose, your spirit of service is in
the best traditions of our Club. We hope even more
members will answer the call for leadership in the next
election cycle.

There were 86 ballots received either through the mail
or deposited in the locked ballot box in the Clubhouse.
It was a very tight race for the 2010 Stewards, and those
votes were counted four times by the teller committee!
Although the new, more secure balloting procedures

were followed successfully by a/most all voters, there
were just a few irrregularities associated with incom-
plete proxy votes for Bylaw changes. When combined
with the vote for Bylaw changes taken at the General
Meeting however, the results were unequivocal. You
may be sure that all voting procedures will continue
to be evaluated for both clarity and security. We have
already received some suggestions for improvement
and have passed those along to 2010 Past Commodore
Dwaine Eubanks, who will chair next year’s Nominat-
ing Committee.

Racing Program Update — Sandy Eustis

KSC’s Turkey Shoot Regatta on October 24 and 25
featured some fabulous racing activity on two very
different days. For most classes, there were four races
in strong and gusty southwest winds on a cool and
gloomy Saturday afternoon, while Sunday morning
brought crystal clear skies, milder temperatures, and a
very shifty, light northerly breeze for a single race — a
truly beautiful day on the water.

Few skippers were able to prove their mettle in both
kinds of conditions. In the 8 boat PHRF A fleet, new
member Bill Anderson’s hefty S2 27 proved herself
fast and stable in Saturday’s blow, enabling Bill and his
crew to win 3 of the 4 races. But in Sunday’s light air
affair, the heavier S2 was never able to generate much
speed, and Bill finished 5th, still good enough for the
overall win. Terry Keane and John Rice dueled each
other in their J-22s in every race, with Terry eventually
taking 2nd and John 3rd.

The 7 boat multi-hull fleet featured some of the closest
racing of the regatta, with 4 different winners in the
5 races. In the end, David Leonard in an F-18 won a
tiebreaker over Scott Smith in an A Cat for the victory,
with KSC’s Rick Harper, also in an A Cat, just behind
in 3rd. In my mind, I can still see those three passing us
to leeward near the end of one of Saturday’s windward
legs, each right behind the other. Relative to them, I
was almost standing still in my Flying Scot. At the
time, it felt like they were all going about 90mph. What
a day for the speed freaks on the racecourse! In the 6
boat Flying Scot fleet, everyone was fast at one time
or another on Saturday, but everyone also struggled at
other times just to stay upright. Ray Tobias and Vickie
Patrick eventually succumbed to the temptation to take
a swim during a 20+mph gust in race 4, while Western



Carolina’s John Kreidler won two of the four races for
a narrow Saturday lead.

A Good Clean Start in one of Saturday’s Races

On Sunday, I made up for battering crew Carl Fortson
nearly senseless the day before. We sailed away from
the fleet for a smooth 40-boat length victory and the
overall title — by a single point over Kreidler. Appar-
ently, blood really does make the boat go, but it may
take a day for that strategy to work! I hope Carl even-
tually likes me again. In the 5 boat MC fleet, visitor
Mike Baldacchino won all four Saturday races and the
title, while KSC’s Mike Neidig won Sunday’s race by
a comfortable margin to finish second overall.

The most pleasant surprise of the weekend was the 12
boat turnout in the PHRF C fleet, easily the strongest
showing by our C fleet in many years. I send many
kudos to Michael Mopps for his super recruiting effort.
Sailing a single race around “tower island” and back
home on both days, everyone in C fleet finished in
about 2 hours on Saturday, while on Sunday we had to
start the awards ceremony four hours after their start
with 4 boats still drifting slowly homeward. Despite
the huge variation in conditions, the top of the C fleet
stayed about the same on both days; four KSC skippers
(Jim Carr, John Dale, Ed Stoll, and Wayne Richard)
finished in the top 5 in both races. Jim scored a 2 and a
1 for the overall victory, just ahead of John Dale with
alanda3.

Upcoming Racing Events: The 2009 KSC racing
season is now almost over; only one regular Saturday
around-the-buoys racing day on November 21, and a
single long-distance race on Saturday, November 28,
remain. On the 28th, please bring your Thanksgiving
leftovers for an informal post-race potluck dinner as

But don’t
put your boat in mothballs; on December 5, we’ll have
the first Saturday races of the 2010 season. Assuming
we have two races on December 5, the awards program
will start at about 4:30 pm.

At the Keowee Sailing Club, this is
the Treasurer.

In Our Wake and Looking to the Horizon: Looking
back over the past year, 2009 has been a good financial
year for the Club. Our membership rolls increased to our
cap of 225, assuring that the dues revenue was higher
than originally projected. Duke Energy rolled back the
marina lease fees to the 2008 level of $14,127.73 and
saved us over $1,400. Our dry storage area remained at
full capacity during the entire year, keeping dry storage
fees up. The number of resignations stayed at a simi-
lar level as past years and did not mirror our current
economy. And most of all, our membership continued
to make paying the KSC fees a priority in their per-
sonal budgets, so payments were received on a timely
schedule!

When we were preparing the 2009 balanced budget,
we were anticipating revenue of $205,913.00 as well
as expenses at the same level. This year is not over yet,
but when I projected out the 2009 revenue vs. expenses,
I am anticipating that we will have a surplus of $5,000!
I love good news!

Since late summer, the Budget and Finance Commit-
tees have been busy working on the 2010 budget. They
met several times and with the help of many voices,
produced a balanced budget for 2010. It is a conser-
vative budget using the expected revenue wisely and
still having a little to spare for unanticipated expenses.
Thankfully, we will not see an increase in any of our
fees in 2010. With increases in insurance premiums,
the mandated 10% annual increase in marina lease fees
to Duke, and other expenses on the rise, it is inevitable
that we will have to consider an increase in fees within



the next five years. No one is looking forward to that
day, but it is coming.

As a second term Treasurer, my time in office is almost
up, but I am happy to say that I leave you in the very
capable hands of Davida Steinbrink. The position
of Treasurer offers many personal rewards, such as
getting to know so many of you by name and face.
I will miss that part of my life at KSC. I want to
thank those members who made this position a little
bit easier by helping out and especially those who
made themselves available at the quarterly “stuffing”
parties. Your laughter and camaraderie made the
time go quickly! Thank you for having me as your
Treasurer. | have enjoyed the journey!

Finance Committee Report

November brought two challenges to the Finance
Committee, and I am pleased to report that in each case
the challenge was met and consensus was achieved.
If you have been in the Clubhouse since the Turkey
Shoot, you will have seen notices on the doors posting
the dates and times of the November Finance Com-
mittee meetings, reminding members that these are
open meetings. Several members did avail themselves
of these opportunities and provided valuable contribu-
tions to our discussions.

On November 7, we met to review the Preliminary
Budget prepared by the Budget Committee. As was the
case in the Budget Committee meetings, each line item
was considered and inputs from Committee Chairs and
other concerned members were discussed. Because of
the excellent work done by the Budget Committee,
very few ‘tweaks’ were applied and we produced a
Proposed Budget that was presented to the Board of
Stewards and was approved at its November meeting.

On November 14, we met to consider a Conflict of
Interest and Gift Policy statement for KSC. There has
been a long-time need for such a policy, but changes
in IRS reporting requirements brought new immediacy
to the subject. We used, as a starting point, three ‘tem-
plates’ which defined both conflict of interest and gift
policies and also provided a disclosure statement for
officers, board members, and other persons in positions
to influence policy and/or expenditures. Hard work,
clear thinking, and a historic perspective were applied

to the task and we were able to produce a single docu-
ment that was presented to the Board of Stewards for
inclusion in the Operating Policy. It again was adopted
at the November 21 Board meeting.

My thanks to all Finance Committee members and to
those who worked with us this year. I’'m proud of what
we have accomplished and I look forward to serving
on the committee again next year from the perspective
of my new position as Treasurer.

Neil and Judy Lovering

Nirvana... Neil and Judy Lovering searched the
Carolinas from the coast to the mountains and found
it at Lake Keowee in 2004. The SC upstate area pre-
sented just the right combination of scenery, amenities,
friends, social activities, weather, sailing, and no ice or
snow. No ice or snow suits them just fine, especially
after having spent the previous 35 years in Colorado
and Michigan.

Neil and Judy met in 1967 at a party held during a
major snowstorm in Chicago. We don’t know how
long the storm lasted, but we do know that by the
time they dug out, they were an item. When ready to
shed their party hats, they got married and moved to
Colorado.

Dock Maintenance Report — Jim Dunlap

We’ve had a busy time on the docks this year taking care
of much-needed maintenance, and we plan to continue
the program. As many of you are aware, we started the
dock rebuilding late last year, and continued through
this past spring until we completed Docks 5 and 6. This
fall we have been working on a partial rebuild of Dock
3, and although it is taking longer than I expected, I
believe we will finish it off before the end of the year.
We plan to begin the Dock 2 rebuild in early 2010.

The rebuilding process is simple in concept, but
involves a lot of folks (mostly volunteers) work-
ing in a fairly well-defined sequence. While we have
worked out most of the basic procedures, our methods
are still evolving, and we have to adapt to differences
between the docks. Here’s a brief summary of what is



involved. Club volunteers relocate the boats, remove
all the cleats, decking and customizations, and then the
contractor reinforces the steel sub-frame, welds the
I'ngers to the spine, adds "*otation, and !nally, installs
spine hinges and gangway hinges. The volunteers then
return to install new decking, cleats and rub rail. Some-
body has to put the boats back and haul off the scrap.

Last spring we found ourselves in the uncomfortable
position of having to keep up with the contractor, on
both ends. That is to say, we had to keep demolition
of the old decking ahead of his welding, but had to
get decking back on soon after he was done. We are
rebuilding Docks 3 and 2 more incrementally, so we
only have to move four to six boats at a time, and donit
have to abuse our volunteers.

In addition to dock rebuilding, we also have a num-
ber of smaller projects in progress or planning. They
include crossing the anchor lines on the Launch and
Work Docks, releasing three of the Tve anchor lines
on the Work Dock, and considering a rebuild of the
Launch Dock. We have done a partial re-decking and
installed a bumper skirt on the Work Dock.

I want to thank all the volunteers whose hard work has
made our improvements possible. I hope we can count
on them and others to help with upcoming projects.
Particularly heartfelt thanks go to 1Special ConsultantT

Safety and Training ReportfiNeil Lovering

The Safety and Training Committeeis double
header on the weekend of November 14 was a
winner for those participating in the second round of
CPR/Delbrillator training and Powerboat Handling
classes. Ginger Mullinax, an instructor at Oconee
Medical Center, brought her dummies along to refresh
our knowledge about the bene!t of immediate CPR
for a non-responsive person as well as the use of our
Automatic De!brillator and the other steps to take in
case of an emergency. It would be bene!cial to hold
this program at least once every year so that we all
can get comfortable with the CPR/AED protocol and
refresh our skills with the CPR dummies.
